Quite perfumed but black fruited with a little spice and vanilla marzipan oak. Full bodied, slight over-ripe dried blueberry
and plum flavour but also with that ferrous and earthy quality that seems to be typical of these vineyards. Carries a little
warmth and open weave lightly chalky tannin, but the grunt is good in context. Finish is perfumed and sweetly fruited and
earthy all at once. Bold style, but one with style.
